In preparation of the 2019 Football Season, the MRHS Football coaching staff is making arrangements to 

attend a summer football camp. Pending board approval, coaches and athletes will travel to Prescott, AZ. 

For 4 days of intense football skills training, classroom time and team building activities. The cost for the 
camp is $350 per athlete which includes: 

• Accommodations in fully furnished air-conditioned dorm suites 

• 3 meals a day  

• Travel to and from Prescott 

• Family BBQ on the last day 

 

Athletes will need to bring:  

• Clothes (practice gear, spring ball gear, practice jersey, everyday clothes) 

• Sheets/blankets, sleeping bag and pillow 

• Towel and toiletries 

• Helmet 

• Snacks 

• Sunblock 

**There will be NO outside electronics such as, but not limited to: all gaming systems, TV, etc…  

 

Payment for camp can be split into two payments: $200 by June 1st and the remaining $150 by June 

15th. All payments for the camp must be paid through your BILT Foundation donation, Charms account or 

a check to the MRHS Football Boosters. Financial hardship will NOT prevent students from taking part in 
this trip. Scholarships will be available and paid by the school or the MRHS Football booster club if needed.   

The bus to Prescott will leave the Mountain Ridge High School Parking lot @ 5:30AM on Wednesday, July 
24th. Athletes must check in and load the bus by 5:10AM. Busses will leave on time, there are NO 

exceptions and NO refunds for any reason.  

The team will arrive in Prescott at approximately 7:30AM on July 24th. Everyone will be check in to their 

rooms and then get ready for the first set of practices. Departure from Prescott will be on Saturday July 

27th at approximately 1:30pm. Athletes will have the option to ride home with their family after the family 
BBQ on Saturday.  

     By checking this box you indicate you intend to drive your student/athlete home from 

the BILT CAMP after the family BBQ Saturday July 27th and your student/athlete will not be 

riding the bus back to Ridge. A release form will be required before you can take your 

student.   

Athletes are required to follow all school guidelines as stated in the student handbook. Any behavior 

deemed unacceptable, per the student handbook or the discretion of the coaches will result in dismissal 

from camp and disciplinary action in accordance with our administration. Any athletes sent home will be at 
the expense of the Athletes parents.

Behavior Agreement

nurse/trainers/coaches and will be dispensed by them.  

2. There will never be a member of the opposite sex in your room. NO EXCEPTIONS!  

3. All curfew and rooms check times will be honored and strictly enforced.  

4. All students will follow instructions given by any staff member or coach 

5. When appearing in public, the highest standards of behaviors will be expected. This includes the 

campus at Embry Riddle University, while in the building or of the fields and during group functions. 

Any people who come in contact with a member of the Mountain Ridge Football team will be treated 

with respect and courtesy. We are representing our families, our school, community and our 

Football Program. 

6. All students will be early for the bus departure times and in their assigned seats for attendance prior 

to the bus leaving.  

7. For practices, each member of the team will be responsible for his own equipment and uniform. 

Students without proper equipment will be excluded from practicing.  

8. All dorm rooms will be kept clean and tidy. Your designated coaches will be conducting inspections 

throughout our stay.  

9. Any damage to a dorm room will be the shared financial responsibility of all persons assigned to 

that room.
